• Let people speak for themselves and do not presume to speak for others or know 

what others believe or think 
• Keep an open mind and heart. Try to understand others as much as possible and be 

attuned to what you might learn. 
• Appreciate each other’s faith and faithfulness. 

• Realize that the Holy Spirit is present and active among all in the relationship.
